SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for Wellness Examination. The patient fainted about four times on February 18, 2022 that is about three days ago next day she was feeling weak. She is feeling better today. She had urinary frequency and burning three days ago and she also had chills. The patient had fallen four times and now she has bruising and contusion on the left thigh and right knee. She had also hit the head and we will get CT scan of the brain. Her pulse rate is 91.

PLAN: CT scan of the head is ordered. The patient will go to CPL Laboratory today for CBC, CMP, blood culture x2, lipid panel, urinalysis, and urine culture. The patient is started on Levaquin 500 mg daily for 10 days while waiting for urine culture report. She will be seen again day after tomorrow. The patient did not go to the emergency room after fainting spell. Further treatment will depend on results of the blood test.
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
