History: Mr. Melvin Smith had called me last Thursday that he was not feeling well and he did a home COVID test and the COVID test was positive. He threw the test in trash. He states his daughter and the granddaughter also were living with him and the granddaughter did go to work. She did tell the new job about her exposure and, after the exposure, she did go to work and then they told her to do the home COVID test. He states his granddaughter’s home COVID test came back negative, but his daughter’s came back positive. So, she is on quarantine for five days. Coach states he is feeling good. He has still not bought the pulse oximeter. So, on my text message, I will let him know about the pulse oximeter, wrote it down what it means and it is a good idea to keep it at home. So, he told me his temperature was good, he is not feeling bad, he finished the antibiotics and that since he is feeling good, he would like to go back to work on Thursday and I told him that is fine with me if he wants to go back to work on Thursday. He states he does not know if he needs a note for work or not, but will call me. If he needs a note for work, he will come back to the office and get it.
The Patient’s Problem: Coach Melvin Smith’s problem is COVID-19 positive infection.
The patient seems to have recovered with a mild infection. We will tell him to keep his appointment for a couple of months as before or earlier if need be.
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
