History: Ms. McIntyre was seen today after several months. Ms. McIntyre states she and her husband both have been running to St. Luke’s in Houston. She states her husband had an open heart surgery and they removed the atrial appendage and also worked on one of the valves and his atrial fibrillation is now under control. Ms. Rebecca McIntyre’s problem is she has lost about 20 pounds of weight. She usually used to be 170 to 180 pounds, but today she was 156 pounds. She states she has congestive heart failure with ejection fraction of 20% and the highest ever is 25%, so she was sent to St. Luke’s Hospital to see if an LVAD would be necessary, so she went through lot of testing with the specialist, Dr. Simpson and it was determined that the patient does not need left ventricular aid put in, in her heart at this time. When Ms. McIntyre built her new house, they put the bedroom upstairs, so she has to take her laundry when it is done upstairs, she has to take her dinner what she eats upstairs, so it is kind of little difficult for her, but she is managing it good. She has no leg edema. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. So, finally, it came up that she does not need the LVAD device, she is just going to be managed medically as her oxygenation is improved and that she has lost weight. The patient’s medication list totally reconciled. The patient has a pacemaker, but the only thing now what they recommended her was a pacemaker defibrillator, which can be put here in Bryan-College Station, so the patient will see her doctor, Dr. Mays who is her primary cardiologist to see who she can see for pacemaker defibrillator. To note, she does have a pacemaker, which was put in after she was found to have a complete heart block and a dizzy spell several years ago and then has gone into congestive heart failure with poor ejection fraction. She has normal coronary arteries.
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
