History: Mr. Griffin was seen today. Mr. Griffin has history of coronary artery disease and bypass graft surgery. Overall, he has done well. He has a wife who is in the Alzheimer’s unit on the Peach Tree Nursing Home. The patient states next week he is moving to Fort Worth, Texas where his wife is going to be put in a nursing home. He plans to take her with him in his pickup truck. He states also Ms. Griffin’s daughter lives close by and it will be good so that she can also go and see her mother and take care of her. Ms. Griffin as per Kelly is only 88 pounds and she has survived the COVID. He states he is ready to move down there so that care of Ms. Griffin is good. He is not on blood thinners. He is not having chest pain or shortness of breath. He is not having any nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or chest pain. I told him I will see him in the office in a week. I discussed his labs. His sugar was high up to 202 and I have ordered an A1c and a microalbumin in urine. His cholesterol was also slightly high, but he states he was not taking his medicines regularly. Also, he had abnormal liver function tests with abnormal AST and we tell him as I have ordered the A1c we will go ahead and do a phone visit on him before he leaves for Forth Worth.
