This is a 78-year-old woman admitted to hospice with respiratory failure.

During the last visit to the emergency room, the patient was noted to have a pH of 7.27, PCO2 of 63 with PO2 of 41.

The patient also suffers from severe pulmonary hypertension with a mean PA pressures of over 25 mmHg associated with pulmonary edema.

The patient appears cachectic and anemic. Her H&H last was 8 and 27, which increases her shortness of breath. The patient is weak. Has very little appetite. Has swelling in the lower extremity and protein-calorie malnutrition. The swelling in the lower extremity is both related to her CHF, pulmonary hypertension as well as her protein-calorie malnutrition.

The patient and family have wished for no further hospitalization and would like for the patient to be admitted to hospice and to die at home in dignity.

Given her respiratory status, her recent ABG findings, her advanced CHF, severe pulmonary hypertension, severe weakness, decreased weight, anemia, generalized weakness and overall demise in her condition, it is noted that the patient most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
