This 78-year-old woman is being evaluated today for recertification. The patient was admitted to the hospice with respiratory failure, diastolic dysfunction, pulmonary hypertension, CHF, pedal edema, decreased appetite, weight loss and generalized weakness and severe pulmonary hypertension.

Since last certification, the patient has lost more weight, is more dyspneic requiring oxygen. Appetite is diminished. Her weight has not changed most likely related to the edema, but she does have protein-calorie malnutrition and she definitely has had what appears to be CHF related to her cardiac dysfunction.

The patient is now bowel and bladder incontinent, definitely homebound, has difficulty with ambulation, and has very poor balance. She is in pain because of the swelling in the lower extremity and her joint pain. The patient continues to be hospice appropriate and is recertified for hospice given her changes that were noted above since the time of the admission.
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
