It is time for recertification for Mr. Clifford Williams, a 72-year-old gentleman who was admitted to hospice with end-stage COPD, muscle wasting, shortness of breath, and O2 dependency.

Since last certification, the patient has become more air hungry requiring more oxygen from time-to-time. He is requiring more breathing treatments. He is anxious. His anxiety and pain is being treated accordingly.

He also has lost more weight 3½ pounds with evidence of protein-calorie malnutrition and slight edema of the lower extremity with muscle wasting. The patient has a history of atrial fibrillation, which appears to be paroxysmal. The patient maybe going in and out of atrial fibrillation and hence the reason for his increased shortness of breath and agitation from time-to-time.

He is bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent, has generalized weakness, which is worse than last certification.

He also has left-sided weakness related to multiple strokes in the past and history of very difficult to control seizures.

Given the above findings, changes and condition and the patient’s wishes, he remains hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
