Ms. Fernandez is being recertified given her severe dementia, total ADL dependency, tube fed, Foley catheter in place and numerous wounds about her back and lower extremity.

Most recently, the patient has had increased blood sugar requiring more insulin. This is most likely related to beginning of an infection of the wounds as we had explained to the family this will be most likely the mechanism of the patient’s death.

The patient is also requiring more lorazepam for agitation and pain medication.

The wounds appear to be further worsening despite treatments and a few appear to be infected despite treatment, again this is unavoidable because of her severe protein-calorie malnutrition.

The patient also has been having increased residual as far as her tube feeding is concerned and has resulted in reduction of her tube feeding most likely related to ileus most likely related to the patient’s current condition and possible early sepsis.

The patient remains hospice appropriate with definite worsening of her condition and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
