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1. PH, is a 10-year-old seen with fever and chills, diagnosed with viral pneumonia per chest x-ray, had swab test done. No meds. Sent home with no explanation. The writing is at best scant as far as his overall charting is concerned, which we will see throughout. The patient did have flu A and a viral pneumonia per chest x-ray, still sent home with NO MEDS. The patient’s family was happy and the patient is doing better.

2. GC, 58-year-old gentleman seen with cough and congestion and positive COVID. No treatment. No chest x-ray ordered. Scant charting, did not follow the COVID protocol. The chest x-ray ordered then was canceled. When the patient called, he stated that Dr. Yee did a good job and he was happy with his care.

3. AM, 6-year-old with fever, abdominal pain, and vomiting. Swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with viremia. No treatments were given. Left a message for the family.

4. MM, is a 4-year-old with fever, abdominal pain and vomiting. Diagnosed with otitis media and given Amoxil and sent home. They liked Dr. Yee very much.

5. JH, is an 8-year-old with fever, asthma and cough. Had chest x-ray and lab done. Treated with antibiotics. Left message for the family. Workup was complete. Swab tests were done.

6. JH, this is a 10-year-old who presented with left arm injury. The diagnosis by Dr. Yee was AC separation. The x-ray shows anterior dislocation. This was not explained to the family. The child was placed in a sling. He was sent home. When I called the family, they stated that the arm felt better the next day. He may have put it in place accidentally, but Dr. Yee NEEDS TO KNOW THAT AC SEPARATION, WHICH WAS HIS DIAGNOSIS, IS NOT THE SAME AS SHOULDER DISLOCATION, WHICH WAS ON THE X-RAY. He needs to be brought up-to-date on that. Family was happy with him nevertheless.

7. RW, is a 10-month-old baby, lethargic. Swab tests were negative. No chest x-ray was done. Labs were okay. The patient tolerated the fluid and, subsequently, sent home. Negative workup. No treatment offered.
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8. VH, is a 16-year-old with sore throat, chills, loss of taste, and body ache. COVID test was positive. No chest x-ray. No treatment. No protocol sheet was followed.

9. HA, this is a 7-year-old with finger injury. Finger fracture was diagnosed and referred to orthopedist and splint was applied. Family was happy with the care.

10. VB, 59-year-old comes in with cough, congestion, and sore throat. COVID exposure. Swab tests were negative. The patient is a diabetic on a slew of medication. The patient had no chest x-ray. Diagnosed with pharyngitis, BUT SENT HOME WITH NO MEDS. Left message for the patient.
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
