1. MO is a 67-year-old woman who hit her head from a fall, had CT and L-spine done. The patient was sent home with antiinflammatory, was very happy with Dr. Yee.

2. JT, 57-year-old with COVID exposure. Negative test. No treatment. Left message for the patient.

3. HP, 29-year-old female with abdominal pain. Workup was complete, CT was done, diagnosed with UTI and treated appropriately. The patient had left the bad number in the emergency room.

4. TC, 18-year-old with cough, sore throat and URI symptoms. Swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil. The patient is doing well and was happy with Dr. Yee.
5. MM is a 49-year-old with diarrhea who underwent full workup with CT, lab and everything was okay, was sent home with over-the-counter medication. All the lab tests and CT were negative. The patient did not answer her phone today, left a message.

6. FO is a 10-year-old comes in for suture removal. They stated Dr. Yee was great, but they did not see him very much, obviously for suture removal.

7. KA is a 63-year-old with COVID exposure. Negative tests. Only tests were done. Minimal symptoms, so no other workup was done, sent home with no medication.

8. AC, 9-month-old baby with fever and vomiting. Diagnosed with otitis media. Sent home with Zofran and Amoxil. Swab tests were all negative. They did not answer the phone today.

9. HP, 29-year-old with upper abdominal pain and nausea. The patient had a full workup including CBC, CMP, amylase, lipase and CT of the abdomen, all were negative. Diagnosed with UTI, sent home with antibiotics.
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10. HC, 19-year-old with COVID test for travel. Test was negative. He did not answer his phone, probably traveling.

11. GD is a 34-year-old male with stomach pain and the patient had full workup, white count of 20,000. CT scan showed appendicitis. The patient was transferred. No one answered the phone today.

12. AH is a 36-year-old woman who was seen for repacking of her wounds. The area was repacked, which was in the front of the leg. The patient is already taking clindamycin status post I&D of an abscess on 02/11/2022. The patient was not given anymore medications and was continued with antibiotics. The patient was happy with the care and liked Dr. Yee.

13. SM is a 64-year-old with a dog bite, treated with antibiotics. When called, no one answered the phone today. The patient did receive a Tdap in the emergency room, but unfortunately was sent home with no antibiotics. The dog bite was more of an abrasion, maybe that is the reason no antibiotics were offered; nevertheless, please consider antibiotics in any kind of dog bite that causes breakage of the skin. The patient did not answer her phone.
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
