Kyle Wilson has been seen previously for evaluation of hyperthyroidism secondary to Graves’ disease.

He is currently on methimazole 5 mg daily.

Past history is notable for type II diabetes and hyperlipidemia.

On this latest visit, he has no specific complaints or symptoms suggestive of hyperthyroidism.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, weight 192 pounds and BMI is 28.5. The temperature was normal. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Lab Studies: TSH 1.59, normal and free T4 0.78 also normal.

IMPRESSION: Previous hyperthyroidism secondary to Graves’ disease, currently well controlled on methimazole. He also has type II diabetes, which is under satisfactory control.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Continue methimazole 5 mg daily and followup in three months.
