Dear Dr. Holmes:

This is a followup for Mr. Bailey with diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, proteinuria, renal failure, prior partial right-sided nephrectomy for renal cancer without evidence of recurrence.  Surgery done in May 2021.  Overall he is feeling well.  Weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Soft stools but no diarrhea or bleeding.  Urine clear without cloudiness, has nocturia but no incontinence.  Stable edema, neuropathy, left-sided up to the thigh, right-sided below the knee.  No ulcers.  No claudication symptoms.  He is trying to be active, walking.  Denies chest pain, palpitations or syncope.  Denies increase of dyspnea, orthopnea or PND, supposed to have a CT scan followup on the next few months.  Follows with urology Dr. Yousif in Lansing.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight losartan, bisoprolol, chlorthalidone, and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 137/54.  Alert and oriented x3.  No evidence of respiratory distress.  Normal speech.
Labs:  The most recent chemistries are from December.  No anemia.  Creatinine improved from 1.7 at the time of the kidney surgery down to 1.1 although is still above baseline of 0.8, 0.9.  Present GFR around 55-60.  Electrolyte normal, bicarbonate elevated probably diuretics.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Liver function is not elevated.  High triglycerides. Low HDL.  Diabetes A1c 6.3.  Albumin in the urine elevated 214 mg/g.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Recent acute kidney injury temporal relation at the time of right-sided partial nephrectomy for renal cancer improved.
2. CKD stage II to III.
3. Diabetic nephropathy, proteinuria, no nephrotic range.
4. Hypertension appears to be well controlled.
5. Elevated bicarbonate likely diuretics.  We will monitor chemistries overtime.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
