Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a post hospital followup for Marie for acute on chronic renal failure, left-sided hydronephrosis, kidney stone was removed, stent was placed.  She is back to the nursing home, stent to be removed February 28.  Urine is clear.  Presently no bleeding, cloudiness, no fever, abdominal or back pain.  She is physically active.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  Denies blood or melena.  She is constipated, has chronic atrial fibrillation, but no chest pain or palpitation.  Stable dyspnea, problems of insomnia.  No gross orthopnea or PND.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Coumadin, diabetes treatment, the only blood pressure medicine will be Lasix.
Physical Examination:  She is Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  Blood pressure 118/53, weight 206 stable.
Labs:  Chemistries after discharge creatinine 1.5, she is back to her baseline.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Liver function test is not elevated.  Present GFR 33 stage IIIB.  Anemia 11.8.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Recent acute on chronic renal failure associated to left-sided hydronephrosis, kidney stone status post removal and stent.
2. CKD stage IIIB back to baseline.  No indication for dialysis.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or volume overload.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.
3. Diabetic nephropathy, congestive heart failure, no exacerbation.
4. Anemia, no external bleeding does require treatment.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
