HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Graham is a 96-year-old African American female seen today. She is hemodynamically and clinically stable. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision or hearing changes or bleeding.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Alzheimer dementia, tibia fracture, hypertension, anxiety, hypothyroidism, and depression.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Carvedilol 25 mg two times a day, clonidine 0.1 mg every eight hours as needed for hypertension, docusate 100 mg two times a day, Cozaar 100 mg once a day, benazepril 5 mg four tablets at bedtime, ferrous sulfate 325 mg two times a day every other day, folic acid 1 mg one time a day, hydralazine 50 mg three times a day, Lantus 100 units/mL, 12 units one time a day, levothyroxine 50 mcg one time a day, linagliptin 5 mg one time a day, lorazepam 0.5 mg one time a day, meloxicam 7.5 mg once a day, mirtazapine 15 mg once a day at bedtime, multivitamin one tablet once a day, Namenda 5 mg one tablet two times a day, tramadol 50 mg every eight hours as needed for pain, valproic acid 250 mg two times a day, and Zofran 4 mg one tablet every six hours as needed for nausea and vomiting.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, PENICILLIN, TALWIN, and ANTIHISTAMINE.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 143/75, temperature 98.1, heart rate 73, respirations rate 18 bpm, blood sugar 109, and oxygen saturation 98%. HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVD noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest rises even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate and regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs, or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender, and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x4. Neurologic: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatologic: Shows no suspicious lesions.
