Thank you for your continued support. Mr. Hudson was seen initially on 01/27/2022. Today, he comes for a followup. The patient initially was referred for thrombocytopenia.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient had COVID infection. He was in McKinney Hospital a few months ago. At that time, the patient had a bone marrow aspirate and biopsy for low platelet and it showed plasma cell dyscrasia with 10-12% plasma cells and otherwise normal cellular bone marrow with trilineage hematopoiesis. The patient actually signed out from that hospital. So when I saw him, a CBC was done on 01/27/2022 which showed hemoglobin of 8.8, hematocrit of 29.8, WBC 6.4, and platelet 140. Immunoelectrophoresis did show faint monoclonal IgG, kappa immunoglobulin was present. His SMAC did show slightly elevated liver enzymes. Total protein however was 5.8. His creatinine was 5.59. The patient has chronic kidney disease and he is on dialysis.

Today, the patient comes for reevaluation. He states he does not feel anything significant different today.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: His weight is 182 pounds, blood pressure 117/79.

Rest of the physical exam unremarkable. The patient does have obesity.
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The previous bone marrow report was discussed with the patient and wife. It was emphasized that although bone marrow was suggestive of multiple myeloma that it is not active disease right now. He does not require any treatment. However, his hemoglobin is low and that maybe from dialysis and partly it could be related to his multiple myeloma, but mostly I think it is from chronic kidney disease.

DIAGNOSES / IMPRESSION:
1. Normal platelet count at this point.

2. History of plasma cell involvement in the bone marrow.

3. Anemia most likely from chronic kidney disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I redo the CBC if his anemia persists. He might benefit from Procrit or Retacrit.
