This is a followup on Dakota Brandom.

Dakota comes here for evaluation today. He continues to have significant weakness and lingering nausea. His vomiting has stopped, but he now has some diarrhea and aches and pain with continued weakness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Again, he seems to have lost little bit of weight. Now, he weighs 150 pounds, height 5’8” tall, blood pressure 100/60, and pulse 100.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Continued weakness and dehydration.

2. Recent viral gastroenteritis

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is advised to continue drink lots of liquids. He is advised to take Imodium AD one to two tablets every four hours for loose BM. He is advised not to take strenuous activity. He could see me again in three to four days once he start feeling better then we can release him to go back to school. For now, he is advised to take complete rest and plenty of fluids at home.
