CC: Increased BPSD.

HPI: A 96-year-old patient with vascular dementia and anxiety component, seen today. She was in good spirits as she had had a birthday party with her family on the unit yesterday and patients are still talking to her about it. The patient has had increased behavioral issues, sundowning and trying to leave facility. She was compliant with talking with me today, but not able to give information.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with BPSD, anxiety disorder, HTN, CKD, glaucoma.

ALLERGIES: FLAGYL and IVP DYE.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 5 mg q.d., citalopram 20 mg q.d., Trusopt left eye b.i.d., Haldol 0.5 mg 2 p.m. and 7 p.m., Lamictal 25 mg q.a.m., Lumigan left eye q.d., MVI q.d., Micardis 20 mg b.i.d., timolol left eye b.i.d., vitamin E 400 IU q.d. and Tylenol 650 mg q.6h. p.r.n.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-groomed and well-developed female in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/72. Pulse 88. Temperature 97.3. Respirations 20. O2 saturation 96%. Weight 156.8 pounds.

HEENT: Conjunctivae clear. Corrective lenses in place. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple. No LAD.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Good respiratory effort and normal rate. Lung fields clear with symmetric excursion and no cough.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulse. No LEE. She ambulates independently.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with fair turgor. Some dryness noted on her lower legs.

NEUROLOGIC: CN II through XII grossly intact. She is oriented x1-2 depending on the day. Speech is clear. She makes eye contact and is cooperative, but she makes her needs known.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Sundowning/exiting type behaviors. Haldol 0.5 mg at 2 p.m. and 7 p.m. with a q.d. p.r.n. dose appears effective and we will continue. No adverse reaction noted in the patient.

2. Medication review. They all appear essential, so no changes. Continue with general care.
