CC: Fall followup.

HPI: A 95-year-old seen. She was sitting upright in the activity room with other residents. She had a fall in her room on 02/16/2022 and was seen at IBMC where she was diagnosed with a scalp hematoma and an eyebrow laceration. The eyebrow laceration actually went the length of her left eyebrow, she has 12 sutures in place and there is a small area right above the eyebrow that there is one suture in place. The patient denies any pain when asked. I asked her if her vision is different in that eye and she said no. Staff states that she is going on with her daily activities as normal.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, RLS, CKD III, GERD and dysphagia.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Pureed with honey thick liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated quietly in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/78, pulse 67, temperature 97.5, respirations 16, and O2 sat 96%.

HEENT: Sutures that are hidden at the length of the left eyebrow with one suture in a spot above it. She has bruising periorbital. Her conjunctivae are clear and there is mild edema infraorbital.

RESPIRATORY: Clear lung fields. Normal effort and rate. No cough.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1. She is soft-spoken when she speaks, which is infrequent stating just one to two words. She is not a behavioral issue.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Fall followup. Sutures to be removed between 02/23/2022 and 02/26/2022. We will talk to hospice nurse who will most likely do it. If she has any discomfort, there is Tylenol or stronger pain medication if needed.

2. Hospice transition. She is getting increased nursing care, which she seems to benefit from. Family is pleased and staff note that hospice has interacted well with the patient and she has responded to them.
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
