HPI: An 85-year-old who moved in with his wife with whom he shares a room on 01/27/2022. They were seen walking together. He helps to in some way support her. They are slow, but get to where they need to go without falling. He was pleasant when I talked with them. Memory deficits were quite clear.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Alzheimer’s disease, history of CVA, HLD, GERD, BPH and seasonal allergies.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy, shoulder surgery, and TURP.

MEDICATIONS: Pravastatin 20 mg q.d., Keppra 500 mg b.i.d., Flomax q.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., Depakote 125 mg b.i.d., Prevacid 20 mg q.d., Flonase q.d., Zyrtec q.d. 5 mg, ASA 81 mg q.d., Sleep-Aid 25 mg q.d., risperidone 2 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with thin liquids.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Limited, as his past medical history.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient has four children from his first marriage. He is a retired contractor. In addition, he has had multiple properties that are now cared for by other family members.  He was also a business owner. Nonsmoker and nondrinker.

FAMILY HISTORY: To his knowledge, there was no one with memory deficits.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient states that he sleeps fairly good and he walks independently and is continent of bowel and bladder, which is confirmed by staff.
