HPI: An 87-year-old who is now in a wheelchair that she uses to get around, has requested physical therapy. She told one of the staff that she found that she had difficulty getting out of the chair in the dining room and she does not want that to occur again in front of other people. Today when I saw her, I told her I thought it was great that she wanted to do therapy because previous suggestions resulted in a no, but we will do it through Select HH who has previously provided it. In general, the patient is doing well otherwise and no changes.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia without BPSD, loss of ambulation but is weightbearing, depression and OAB.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/81, pulse 77, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, O2 sat 99%, weight 185 pounds. She is 5’8”.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: PT request. This is good news to hear that the patient now is interested in doing more than what she is able to do and hopefully she will get the therapist that she has requested and we will follow up with the patient.
