CC: Hospital followup.

HPI: An 82-year-old hospitalized in Norman Regional from 02/08/22 to 02/17/22 for acute on chronic anemia with EGD finding gastric ulcers and a blood blister at the GE junction. The patient states she was given three units of blood. I told her that I had completed the handicap parking decal she requested. She seemed a bit confused and then as she continued to speak, it was clear that she was disoriented. She did not appear ill. I told her that she probably needed to rest and to stay hydrated as she has just gotten back from some significant procedures and that she would recover nicely taking care of herself and she continued talking. I was not sure what she was referencing. She is aware that we will be ordering labs as requested by her physician. She also has followup set up with cardiology, gastroenterology and pulmonology Dr. Parker who has followed her long term. Her cardiologist is Dr. Salim. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is lying in bed, alert but confused.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/80, pulse 72, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and O2 sat 98%.

RESPIRATORY: She had decreased respiratory effort. Lung fields are relatively clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She had an irregular rhythm with soft SEM at the fist rate ICS. This is unchanged.

ABDOMEN Hypoactive bowel sounds. No distention. Mild reported tenderness to palpation

NEUROLOGIC: She is alert and makes eye contact, but what she is either interpreting or said is different than what was said because her responses are out of context and she asks questions that indicate confusion.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Handicap parking sticker completed and given to the patient.
2. Status post EGD with cauterization of bleeding ulcers and continue with the PPIs that she takes here.

3. Anemia. Labs ordered. Status post 3 units packed RBCs. To follow up with GI and asserted that the anemia is secondary to the GI bleed.
