CC: Request liquid multivitamin given dysphagia with the pill form. The patient is doing well otherwise.
DIAGNOSES: HTN, hearing loss, gait instability which is improved, and sleep disorder.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

MEDICATIONS: Remeron 7.5 mg h.s. and Norvasc 5 mg q.d.

DIET: Regular with food cut into bite-size pieces.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female, seated in her wheelchair reading, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/60, pulse 76, temperature 98.4, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 94%.

ABDOMEN: Scaphoid. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She propels her wheelchair readily. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x 2-3. She enjoys conversing. Explained how the vitamin she is being given is large and enteric-coated and they cannot crush it properly so she cannot take it. Told her we would find something for her.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Discontinue current vitamin and I have ordered Nature Made that is a brand multivitamin for her gummies and it is one q.d.
