CC: Wife reports patient issues.
HPI: An 83-year-old with a long-standing history of chronic back pain as well as neuropathic pain, has p.r.n. Norco; wife states he will not ask for it, so she does throughout the day and when she does not, he limits his mobility, is quiet and then irritable. She also states that his behavioral issues are starting to surface more in the evening. She identified the hours of between 5 and 6 is when she would see a change in him and she is uneasy as to what he will do or say. When we saw the patient, he was pleasant as per usual, but readily became more interactive and made unusual comments. The patient has macular degeneration, was followed by an ophthalmologist in Texas and is due for followup so they need to know who to see in the Oklahoma City area. A neurologist was also requested by wife; he did have one previously and staff member who can access the Humana website will do that and give him some choices. We will follow up in one to two weeks with the patient as to medication effects.
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
