CC: Skin lesions.

HPI: An 85-year-old who noticed wetness to his back sitting it in his chair. Staff checked and he had a red raised area mid upper back that was draining initially green pus-like material and then blood-tinged material. He denied any pain. He states he has had similar lesions in the past. He does not know how they were taken care of. He has an area on the left shoulder that appears to have been a previous cyst, but he has a hard coin-like top to what have been a cyst. He states it did not hurt. I spoke to his daughter/POA and she acknowledged that this has happened to him before and she asked about the left shoulder lesion and recommended that neurology would have to address that as well as the current draining cyst needs a sack removed. Otherwise, the patient in good spirits. 
DIAGNOSES: Mild cognitive impairment, ASCVD, peripheral vascular disease, GERD, RA, insomnia, depression, current tobacco user, history of prostate CA and TIAs.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/25/22 note.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 01/25/22 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is cooperative and alert, no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 125/83, pulse 72, temperature 95.0, respirations 18, and weight 193.2 pounds.
SKIN: On his right upper back, there is a palpable cyst which has a reddened area. No warmth. He did not complain of pain as I was still expressing serosanguineous drainage for some time. The lesion on his left shoulder is an evident old cyst, but it has got an unusual hardened and adherent material. Looking at his back, it looks like he has had history of cystic lesions. 
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Dementia. There may be mild progression or that it was a little more advanced than initially thought. He is able to take care of herself. However, his recollection and ability to give information is very limited. No behavioral issues. 

2. Cystic lesion on his back. It was drained, cleaned and dressed and it will be checked by staff tomorrow.
