CC: Greater than 90-day note.
HPI: A 99-year-old seen in her room. She was alert and pleasant. She looked quite good, getting herself ready for dinner. The patient was cooperative and remembered who I was. She has had no acute medical events or falls over the last several months. 
DIAGNOSES: CAD, CKD, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, HTN, hypothyroid, and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol ES two tablets b.i.d., Norvasc 2.5 mg q.d., Coreg 6.25 mg b.i.d., Plavix q.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., Synthroid 100 mcg q.d., Remeron 15 mg h.s., MVI q.d. and Refresh Tears b.i.d.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, well groomed, appears younger than stated age.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/91, pulse 75, temperature 98.2, respirations 22, and weight 121.6 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: She has a fair respiratory effort. Clear lung fields at a normal rate. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R, or G.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Walks somewhat slowly, but uses a walker. She has no LLE.

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3, can reference for date and time. Her speech is clear. She makes her needs known. Good eye contact. Affect appropriate to what is going on.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good integrity and turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Greater than 60-day note. She has done well in the interim with nothing acute occurring. Today’s visit assures that pharmacy will continue to refill her medications. 
2. Medication change requested. With her current MVI, the patient states that she gets pain in her stomach and nausea and is iron containing and requested it be discontinued. I have done that and written for a Women’s MVI gummy.
