CC: Medication review.
HPI: An 83-year-old whose family requests medication review to discontinue nonessentials. I told the patient this and she was in agreement and her husband who was listening had no comment. The patient is pleasant. She comes out of the room only with her husband to go to dinner and for a walk around the facility. She has dementia with progression and gait instability requiring a walker. The patient has some behavioral issues that have been managed with medication. Over the past two months, she has done well with no falls or medical events. 
DIAGNOSES: Dementia with progression, gait instability, agitation and care resistance managed, hypothyroid, HTN, anxiety disorder, DM II, CKD stage IIIB, and OAB.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol ER 650 mg h.s., Celebrex 200 mg q.a.m., Seroquel 25 mg at 7 p.m., Atrovent nasal spray q.d., MVI q.d., Zoloft 25 mg q.d., losartan 50 mg q.d., and HCTZ q.d. 

ALLERGIES: STRAWBERRY EXTRACT.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly on the couch, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/65, pulse 68, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and weight 162 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She repositioned in the couch without assist. No evidence of edema.
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NEURO: She made eye contact. She said I made her happy by telling her what I was going to do and her speech was clear.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication adjustments. Two medications had dose frequency decreased. Follow up on effective decrease in her diuretic.
