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1. DP, 42-year-old male presented with testicular pain. Lab work – urinalysis. Ultrasound shows epididymitis. The patient was given Rocephin and azithromycin in the ER, but no prescription because he left AMA.

2. II, 23-month-old baby with URI symptoms. Swab test negative, was able to take fluids, was given Zofran in the ER and nothing else. Workup was complete. Treatment was very much appropriate.

3. ER, 9-year-old female with URI, diagnosed with flu, treated with Tamiflu and azithromycin and sent home.

4. JL, 17-year-old male with jaw irritation. The patient had a small abscess drained with an 18-gauge needle, treated with Bactrim DS.

5. YF, 30-year-old with back pain, proved to be kidney stone after CBC, CMP and CT were done. The patient had no pain when she left. Treated with IV fluids, Toradol, morphine and Zofran. Apparently, the patient had passed the stone.

6. PF, 73-year-old lady with left hand cut, left first webspace 2 to 3 cm via knife, repaired, sent home.

7. NT, 49-year-old male ran into the wall because of history of diabetic retinopathy. Contusion noted on the forehead. CT scan was done, had no other signs of head injury, was sent home.

8. CT, 15-month-old female with a bump on the head after fell at home, contusion diagnosed, Motrin was given. No CT was done. Treatment was very appropriate.

9. RG, 47-year-old with lower abdominal pain. CBC, CMP, urinalysis, and CT were done. Diagnosed with gastritis. Blood sugar was 151 that Dr. Turner addressed, sent home with Zofran, was able to tolerate liquid.

10. MS, 26-year-old with shortness of breath, diagnosed with bronchitis after cardiac workup, CBC, CMP, chest CT with IV contrast and swab tests were done. Treated with Solu-Medrol, azithromycin and albuterol.
You had mentioned something about a toothache, I never saw one on Sunday. We look for the next day possibly, but these charts appeared to be worked up and the patients were treated very appropriately. No areas of concern noted.
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
