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This particular patient is a 72-year-old woman who comes in with toothache. I believe the nurses had a concern regarding this patient. The patient’s blood pressure initially was 190/80. The nurses never rechecked her blood pressure upon discharge. Dr. Turner diagnosed her with chronic dental caries. He did not give her anything in the emergency room, but did sent her home with clindamycin as well as Norco 7.5/325 mg #12. So, maybe they were concerned about no medication in the emergency room, maybe the blood pressure elevation, but then they never rechecked the blood pressure. Dr. Turner did not mention anything about the blood pressure; he may have assumed it was because of her pain, but the treatment was appropriate except for the fact that she did not receive anything in the emergency room and that was up to him whether or not she needed it or not. Also, in the nursing notes, her vitals, blood pressure was 190/80, pulse 70, respirations 18 and afebrile of course. Her pain was reported at 8/10 in the emergency room.
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
