This is a 68-year-old gentleman with history of brain cancer, mental status decline, confusion, and full body weakness. The patient’s family states that he has become more lethargic and more unresponsive to questions in the past day or so.

The patient is still on IV Keppra and dexamethasone. We will switch to oral medication when the patient wakes up.

The patient’s daughter reports that she started looking for hospice care at this time given his overall prognosis.

The patient was diagnosed with glioblastoma. The patient’s disease has been very progressive despite treatment by oncologist.

The patient currently is suffering from cerebral edema, acute encephalopathy, deep venous thrombosis of right lower extremity and cerebral edema as was mentioned. The patient is anemic and weak. He is not able to take anything by mouth currently, has had history of weakness and malaise in the past few days as well. The patient has required some pain medication and overall, he appears comfortable. His appetite has been diminished. BMI is around 24, which is now even lower. Recent CT and subsequent MRI showed left posterior temporal and occipital lobe edema causing effacement of the posterior horn of the left lateral ventricle. Findings are concerning for tumor progression. The patient mostly has less than six months to live and he is very much hospice appropriate. Findings and plans were discussed with the patient’s family. The patient’s KPS score is at 40% at this time.
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
