SMITH, RICK

Mr. Rick Smith is being admitted to hospice today with end-stage malignant neoplasm of the bladder. This 80-year-old gentleman has a current KPS of 40%, significant weight loss, decreased appetite, decreased alertness, only alert to person, sleeping 8 to 12 hours a day, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, total ADL dependent and the patient is incontinent of bowel and bladder.

The records from MD Anderson state that this 80-year-old gentleman was diagnosed with IgA kappa MM bladder cancer. Currently, the patient’s chemo and radiation have been on hold because of his severe weakness, now his nausea, decreased appetite and overall, generalized demise.

The patient also has pain, which has been increased, currently at 7/10 requiring around the clock pain medication. The patient currently weighs 117 pounds with significant amount of weight loss and decreased appetite. He appears very weak consistent with his anemia.

He has shortness of breath with any type of activity along with extensive metastasis to RP nodes, HER2 positive, being not a good candidate for cisplatin or any further chemotherapy at this time. He has completed five cycles and the family and the patient had decided to stop chemotherapy. The patient took a fall on 02/14/2022, in the bathtub. He was admitted with a hemoglobin of 6.9 and hyponatremia. The patient has had minimal improvement with prescribed treatments and it has finally been decided by the patient and family to place the patient on hospice to keep the patient as comfortable as possible and to stop all chemotherapy at this time. The patient is expected to do poorly and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
