This is a 90-year-old woman with history of dementia, osteoporosis, and right intertrochanteric fracture with a fall of 01/16/2022. The patient has been very anemic postsurgery, has required multiple transfusions in January and also required treatment with remdesivir for COVID-19. The patient is only oriented to son’s name. The patient’s family had been reporting extreme fatigue and thirst. The patient also most recently has suffered from sepsis. After discussion with the patient’s family, it was decided to admit the patient to hospice. The patient is currently anemic and has total ADL dependency, bladder and bowel incontinent and most recently was treated for gram-negative septicemia which has left the patient quite weak and debilitated. The patient wants no further heroics, no further hospitalization and wants to be kept comfortable in their home setting. The patient and family agreed with hospice. The patient is also found to be short of breath with any type of activity. The patient remains hospice appropriate and expected to die within six months.
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
