Rose McClendon is a 76-year-old woman who has been admitted to hospice with dementia. The patient currently has a KPS score of 40% and is found to be total ADL dependent and not oriented to place or time and has bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient is very restless and sleeping. The patient is bedbound and the patient is in bed 18 to 24 hours a day.

The patient’s weight has been declining and has not been eating very much and has been having chronic diarrhea. The patient’s records also reviewed. The patient has had agitation, decreased sleep, overall declining health status, generalized weakness, *__________* does not recognize family members *__________* symptoms. The patient is no longer able to ambulate; she is at a high risk of fall and, given the patient’s current status, the patient is hospice appropriate and expected to die within six months given her rapid progression of her disease process.
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
