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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of possible cognitive decline.

Remote history of Lyme disease – Lyme disorder.

Dear Michael and Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Casey Moore for neurological evaluation.

As you may remember, she completed an initial MR imaging study requested by Dr. P. Singh, neurology in Chico at Open System Imaging completed on June 12, 2018, which was unremarkable.

She has a previous history of evaluation and treatment for Lyme disease, but by her clinical history her evaluation was positive through Igenix was treated with medicinal supplements.

Since that time, she has developed diffuse symptoms of arthralgia and some symptoms of neuralgia.

Initially, she had some symptoms of carditis.

Currently, she is complaining of cognitive decline.

In consideration of her history and presentation, I am doing the following.

She is scheduled for high resolution 3D neuro quantitative brain assessment at Open Systems Imaging for evaluation of any cognitive symptoms.

She will complete the National Institute of Health & Neurological Disorders Quality-of-Life Questionnaires for more comprehensive assessment of any impairment in her capacity.
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Laboratory testing has been requested to include autoimmune, metabolic, inflammatory, toxic evaluations and an advanced tic-borne disease panel to exclude any comorbid or ongoing disease since she gives a history of possible Bartonella infection in addition to Borrelia.

Her neurological examination today was normal with the exception of a right palmomental response suggesting a frontal lobe dysfunction, which maybe a number of potential etiologies.

I will see her for reevaluation in followup with further recommendations with the results of her testing.
