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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in June 2013.  The patient was in Lake Natoma.  The patient was playing with his son in the water.  The patient tells me that he was suddenly got hit in the back of the head, on the right side.  It was very severe trauma to the right side of the head.  The patient believed that was his son’s knee or a rock.  The patient does not know exactly what hit him in the back of the head.  However, the patient immediately had loss of consciousness.  The patient fell into the water.  The patient tells me that he did not know how long he was out of consciousness.  The patient woke up in the water.  The patient tells me that he also had injury in the right eardrum.  He got a ruptured right eardrum.  The patient woke up confused and disoriented.  Severe headache. The patient’s right ear was also very painful.  The patient was not able to hear well from the right ear.  The patient went to the emergency room at the Travis Air Force Base.  The patient was evaluated by doctor.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient was also diagnosed of rupture right eardrum.  The patient tells me that he had significant concussion symptoms for the next 6 to 8 weeks.  The patient had since severe headaches.  The patient has ear pain.  The patient mostly hurting right side of the right ear.

The patient tells me that he has dizziness, tired, irritability, depression, headaches, confusion, disorientation, forgetfulness, and lack of memory.  The patient also has lack of memory, short-term and long-term.  He has blurred vision.  The patient tells me he needs to write everything down because his memory is so poor.
The patient is currently still in the Air Force.  The patient is working as an aircraft mechanic.  The patient tells me that these symptoms are significant affecting his job.  The patient has difficulty to focus in his job.  The patient has difficult to pay attention.  The patient has difficulty following instructions.  The patient forgets a lot about his tasked duties.  The patient has significant difficulty with headaches at his job also.  His memory is affecting the way he performs his job.  The patient needs to write everything down.  If he did not write it down he would forget.
MoCA examination:  MoCA examination score today is 25/30.  The patient missed all five items on delay recall.  His memory is deficient on the examination.
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
