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CHIEF COMPLAINT:

Stroke.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 57-year-old female, with chief complaint of stroke.  Majority of the history is provided by the daughter.  According to the daughter, the patient had a stroke on 01/09/2022.  The patient sustained a stroke, with speech disturbance and dysarthria.  The patient was evaluated at John Muir Medical Center.  The patient was found to have embolic stroke of the left middle cerebral artery.  The patient was treated with TNK.  Her dysarthria resolved after the TNK.  The patient denies any hemiparesis.  She recovered quite well the very next day.  She was already speaking normally.  Since then the patient denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria or dysphagia.  The patient is feeling fine right now.  The patient is taking aspirin since then.  The patient has also been taking atorvastatin.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. High blood pressure.

2. Stroke on 01/10/2022.

3. High cholesterol.

4. Thyroid disease.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:

Kidney removed on the right side.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS:

1. Aspirin 81 mg a day.

2. Allopurinol.

3. Levothyroxine.

4. Enalapril.

5. Atorvastatin 80 mg a day.

ALLERGIES:

The patient did not list any allergy to any medication.

SOCIAL HISTORY:

The patient has six children.  The patient is married.  The patient is currently not working.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

IMPRESSION:

History of embolic stroke, on 01/09/2022.  The patient was found to have left MCA distribution embolic stroke.  The patient received TNK treatment.  Her dysarthria significantly improved after the TNK.  Her dysarthria resolved in one day.  By next day, the patient was able to speak normally.  There are no speech problems since then.  The patient denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria or dysphagia.  The patient has been taking aspirin 81 mg per day since then.
RECOMMENDATIONS:
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. Recommend to the patient continue to take the enteric coated aspirin 81 mg per day for stroke prevention.

3. Continue atorvastatin 80 mg a day.

4. Also recommend to the patient to see her primary care doctor for blood pressure.  Explained the patient that her blood pressure needs to be normal range.
5. Also explained to the patient that signs and symptoms of an acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.  Explained to the patient to go to nearest emergency room if she develops any of the signs and symptoms.

6. I will also like to get the brain MRI report from John Muir Medical Center.  The daughter tells me that she would get all those medical records from John Muir Medical Center for me.
7. Recommend to the patient to follow up with me on 03/14/2022.
