I had the pleasure to see Pardeep, today for initial evaluation for speech difficulties.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 37-year-old female, with chief complaint of speech difficulties.  The patient tells me that for last few last months, the patient has difficulty speaking.  The patient tells me that she has hard time putting her tongue to work.  She tells me that tongue does not want to move the way she wanted to.  She has difficulty to speck out the words individually.  She also tells me that she has some eye site changes.  Denies any diplopia.  However, she also has tingling and numbness in her fingers.  Denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, or diplopia.  The patient tells me that she has never had a stroke.

2. Tingling and numbness in her fingers.  I will also schedule the patient for nerve conduction study to evaluate for compressive neuropathy carpal tunnel syndrome.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. I will order brain MRI, to evaluate for stroke and multiple sclerosis.
3. We will also schedule the patient bring an EMG nerve conduction study to evaluate for carpal tunnel syndrome, peripheral neuropathy and compressive neuropathy.
