WARREN, CHARLOTTE
Ms. Warren is an *_________* -year-old woman who has been on hospice with malignant neoplasm of the breast, history of bone metastasis, history of brain metastasis, history of lower extremity thrombosis/DVT and history of intrahepatic bile duct metastasis.

Since last certification, the patient has lost weight 5 to 6 pounds, has had diminished appetite, has been in more pain requiring pain medication. The patient’s KPS has dropped down to 40%. The patient also is protein-calorie malnourished with decreased appetite. She is a total ADL care. She is still at times awake and alert although she is sleeping 8 to 12 hours a day now and requiring help of the caretaker to do anything for herself. The patient becomes short of breath with minimal exertion. The pain is arising from the bone where the patient has metastatic bone cancer. Review of the records indicates that the patient continues to decline and is expected to do poorly and remains hospice appropriate.
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
