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1. DF, 7-year-old male with a scrotal puncture wound accidental, treated with Keflex and Bactroban and released. They were happy with the care of course.
2. WD, 35-year-old, seen with headache. The patient is a 35-year-old, 5’6”, 380-pound woman with a history migraine headache. She received Benadryl, Zofran, Decadron and MORPHINE 8 mg. Do not see the logic to that, all at once even though she is rather obese with a high BMI. The patient was called and she was okay, doing well today, did like Dr. Yee.
3. CW, 37-year-old with lower leg injury, x-rays negative, treated with Naprosyn, sent home.
4. WA, the patient did not answer the phone, left message.
5. WA, 77-year-old, O2 sat 90%. The patient with history of diabetes, COVID-19, CT showed bibasilar atelectasis, gallstones, who is admitted to TEH.
6. LG, 42-year-old with difficulty using left arm because of weakness status post fall at home. X-rays were done of the shoulder, humerus, and elbow and negative. CT of the neck should have been considered and done. The patient did not answer her phone today when called. Treated and sent home with Naprosyn. CT of the neck would have been for any neck issues that could be causing nerve impingement.
7. DM, 63-year-old dialysis patient, hemoglobin 9/28 to be expected, comes in with cough, fever, congestion and treated with azithromycin and albuterol, already on O2 at home because she had COVID this past year. Creatinine 6.4. Potassium okay. The patient did not answer her phone.
8. JL, 15-month-old with URI, swab test negative, treated with Amoxil, family happy with care.
9. VB, 16-year-old male with ankle pain, x-rays negative, sent home with anti-inflammatory, no one answered.
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10. JC, 44-year-old female with URI, diagnosed with bronchitis and treated with Amoxil and Tessalon. The patient was happy with the care received.
11. PP, 12-year-old female with URI, diagnosed with flu, treated with Tamiflu and mother was happy with the care received.
12. SK, 66-year-old with cough, congestion, symptoms of shortness of breath and pneumonia. Chest x-ray showed left lower lobe pneumonia. The patient was told she had pneumonia because I spoke to the patient who was very appreciative of Dr. Yee’s care, BUT IN THE CHART IT ONLY SAYS BRONCHITIS and chest x-ray is read as negative by Dr. Yee, but by radiologist read as left lower lobe pneumonia. Chart needs to be fixed. No lab was done in a 66-year-old with left lower lobe pneumonia which should have been done. The patient was treated with Z-PAK and Tessalon at home. Also, no one talked to her about observation. Once again, she was happy with Dr. Yee, but these issues should be addressed.
13. KP, 55-year-old male with knee pain, history of gouty arthritis, refused blood work, was treated with Toradol and Decadron, which is great, sent home with prednisone, but no antiinflammatory, which does not make sense in a patient with gouty arthritis. No one answered the phone when I called about this patient.
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
