HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 19-year-old female patient. She is here today complaining of having randomized bumps on her stomach. She does have a dog. She did take the dog to a vet. The veterinarian states the dog has mange and is opportunistic for infestation and was told to seek treatment. The patient is here today with that complaint. She has associated itch. She verbalizes that her symptoms are in the mild state at the moment.

No other issue. No peeling skin. There has not been any fevers or inflammatory response.

ALLERGIES: All reviewed, allergic to PROPOFOL.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She does have a history of pleurisy.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasionally drinks alcohol. She does not smoke. She does vape.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Done with this patient. No other complaints other than what is mentioned above in the chief complaint.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. No distress whatsoever.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure today 139/86. Pulse 100. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.8. Oxygenation 96%.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmur.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. There is some randomized infestation type rash that I have noticed very possible indicative of scabies or other type of infestation. The patient will be treated accordingly today.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Infestation probable scabies. The patient will be given permethrin cream to be applied to the entire body and rinse after 10 hours. Plan of care reviewed with this patient. She is also going to follow up and try to get to the root cause of the infestation in her home. I have given her several options to pursue.
The patient will also get a refill of the permethrin cream. She is going to monitor her symptoms. Return to the clinic if needed.
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
