DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. The patient has a CKD stage IV. The CKD stage IV is related to obstructive nephropathy that was related to BPH. The laboratory workup that was done on 02/16/2022 shows that the serum creatinine is 4.4 and the BUN is 53. The patient has an estimated GFR that is around 13 mL/min. He has metabolic acidosis. The CO2 is 16 that is related to a kidney failure. I have to point out that on 02/01/2022, the patient underwent prostatectomy by Dr. Pobi. According to the description given by the patient, he does not have to use the self-catheterization that often, he is urinating freely and in good amounts. What we are going to do is reevaluate the case in four weeks because there is deterioration of the kidney function. In November 2021, the patient had a GFR of 18 mL/min.

2. The patient has metabolic acidosis associated to CKD IV.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. Reevaluation in a month with laboratory workup.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the lab and the imaging, in the face-to-face 16 minutes and in the documentation 8 minutes.
