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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. A 78-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because the patient has a CKD that has been between CKD IV and CKD IIIB. The retroperitoneal ultrasound shows atrophy of the right kidney with 7 cm and there is hyperechogenicity. The left kidney is pretty close to normal. This CKD has been going on for a longtime. The patient does not have any evidence of hypertension. She has been taking lisinopril all along and we will continue with this approach.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The systolic blood pressure is 100. The patient is completely asymptomatic.

3. The patient states that she has memory impairment and she has been under the care of Dr. Joy in Winter Haven.

4. The patient has asymptomatic coronary artery disease.

5. COPD that has been without exacerbations. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes of the time evaluating the imaging and the lab, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and documentation 5 minutes.
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
