CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with left leg swelling, dry skin, and postoperative pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son and he had left knee arthroplasty 10 days ago and the patient is receiving home physical therapy. He has swelling of the left leg and postop pain for which the patient took Norco, dosage not known and two days ago he had severe constipation after that he vomited and then he took medication to relief his bowels after that he developed diarrhea. All these symptoms made him very weak, but now the patient is much better and he also has hematoma on the left thigh with small area of very dry skin and there is no active bleeding and there is no pain. The patient is ambulatory with walker.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary incontinence, right leg pain, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, low back pain, or fatigue.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for prostatic benign hypertrophy and he is on finasteride 5 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 5 mg two tablets twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and he is on sertraline 50 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of insomnia and he is on trazodone 100 mg once a day in the evening time.
The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D supplement 5000 units everyday.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and son and he is getting physical therapy at home. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use and he is on low-carb healthy diet.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
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ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
UPPER EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

Right leg is unremarkable.

Left leg reveals surgical scar with staples and there is no wound dehiscence. There is minimal redness and there is no discharge. There is 4 or 5 cm area of hematoma in the left thigh. It is nontender. Just below the hematoma the patient has patch of dry skin appears like healed blister and it is not tender and there is no discharge. The patient has edema up to the knee and there is no calf tenderness and there are no open wounds on the leg. Toes are unremarkable. The patient is able to ambulate with walker.
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
