PATIENT NAME: Lujan De Sotelo, Arcelia

DATE OF SERVICE: 02/24/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for Wellness Examination. She missed her previous appointment. Her blood sugar was 109 at home according to the patient, but when we checked it here it was 211. Her glucose monitor is probably not working well. Her hemoglobin A1c was high last time also. The patient’s blood pressure is 126/47. She has been taking only half tablet of amlodipine 10 daily. She complains of urinary frequency and urgency. She stopped taking Januvia. The patient has been given duloxetine 20 mg daily by Dr. A.B. Jay. The patient had surgery for cervical disc disease by Dr. Dorman at Medical Center Hospital few weeks ago. The patient is being followed by Dr. Vu for carotid atherosclerosis and last carotid Doppler was done on October 21, 2021. The patient has history of right carotid endarterectomy.

PLAN: The patient advised to take all her medicines regularly. Prescription was given for new home glucose monitor. Amlodipine will be changed to amlodipine 5 mg, one tablet daily. Blood test will be done. The patient will be seen again in one months as her diabetes has not been under control.
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
