PATIENT NAME: Lopez, Lupe

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for transitional care. She was recently admitted at Medical Center Hospital for hepatitic encephalopathy. Her blood ammonia level was high. She has been taking rifampin 550 mg twice a day, but she was not taking lactulose regularly. She was taking lactulose two times a day instead of three times a day. Now, she is taking lactulose three times a day. In our chart, the patient was supposed to take lactulose four times a day. The patient is taking lactulose three times a day and she will get blood ammonia level, CBC, A1c, and CMP at Medical Center Hospital tomorrow.

PLAN: Blood tests were ordered as before. The patient had a colonoscopy by Dr. Chakrala in June 2021. The patient was admitted at Medical Center from February 15, 2022 to February 27, 2022. The patient is currently taking lactulose 30 mL three times a day. If her blood ammonia level is high, we will increase the dose of lactulose.
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
