PATIENT NAME: Patel, Urmishkumar

DATE OF SERVICE: 02/24/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen about one month ago and he came for followup visit. He had a blood test done at LabCorp on February 21, 2022 and he brought copy. His blood sugar was 146 and hemoglobin A1c 8.1. He has a chronic elevation of alkaline phosphatase at 472 and he is being followed by Dr. Mrunal Patel. His other liver enzymes are normal. His PSA was 0.3, thyroid blood tests are normal, hemoglobin A1c was 8.1, and vitamin D level was low 13.8.

PLAN: The patient was started on vitamin D 50,000 units once a week. Metformin ER was increased to metformin ER 500 mg, two tablets twice a day because hemoglobin A1c is elevated. The patient is going to have screening colonoscopy by Dr. M. Patel. He will continue telmisartan and metoprolol also. Farxiga 10 mg daily was also started for his diabetes. He discontinued glimepiride and in place of glimepiride we started him on Farxiga. He will be seen again in three months. Blood test will be done at next visit.
