PATIENT NAME: Patel, Hemabahen

DATE OF SERVICE: 02/24/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. She had a blood test done at LabCorp on February 21, 2022. Blood test showed blood glucose of 156. Hemoglobin A1c was not done and we are going to call LabCorp to do it. Her free T4 was elevated at 3.39 and TSH is less than 0.005 consistent with hyperthyroidism. Vitamin D level was low at 17.5 and vitamin B12 level was also low at 259.

PLAN: Vitamin D 50,000 units once a week was started and vitamin B12 1000 mcg daily was also ordered. The patient has hyperthyroidism and she will be referred for radioactive iodine therapy, but before that we will need to do thyroid scan and radioactive iodine thyroid up take. This test will be scheduled at Medical Center Hospital. The patient will need to monitor thyroid test after radioactive iodine therapy and we will discuss with her further. New prescription was given for glucose monitor and strips. Blood sugar is elevated. Therefore metformin ER will be increased to metformin ER 500 mg, two tablets two times a day. Thyroid ultrasound was also ordered.
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
