PATIENT NAME: Bateman, Regenia

DATE OF SERVICE: 02/24/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is feeling better. Her urine culture did not grow any definite bacteria. CBC did not show elevated WBC count. Her urinary frequency and burning is better with antibiotic.

PLAN: Amlodipine will be decreased to amlodipine 5 mg every other day as her blood pressure was on the low side and she had dizziness and fainting spell before. If her blood pressure remains high she can discontinue amlodipine and take it only if blood pressure is over 130 systolic.
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
