History: Mr. Ramirez comes in when we call him. Mr. Ramirez did not bring his medicines today. We had given him a stool iFOB; he did not bring that back. He tells me he was in the hospital in November around his birthday for a perirectal abscess and apparently this perirectal abscess was drained and he got IV antibiotics. He states he has an appointment to see Dr. Berrio, his cardiologist, following his coronary artery disease and a stent placement. He has an appointment on March 2, 2022. He is totally asymptomatic. Apparently, he was advised to discontinue Farxiga with no reason given as to why Farxiga was discontinued when the patient was admitted for this perirectal abscess.
Physical Examination:
General: The patient is awake, alert, oriented in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: As in the chart.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light. 
Neck: Supple.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

The patient had eye exam done in October 2021. He will bring his stool iFOB back because he states he has not lost it.

Hospital records of perirectal abscess treatment noted. The patient is going to bring all his lab work tomorrow, all his blood work, all his medicines tomorrow. He is going to have his blood work done tomorrow and a diabetic foot exam will be done. I will see him in the office in a month possibly for a physical. So, several issues addressed today. I did not do EKG as the patient has to pay for the EKG and he is seeing Dr. Berrio just next week; this is to save money for the patient.
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
