Ms. Evans has multiple medical problems and is on polypharmacy. When I had seen her last time, she had given a history of episode of chest pain with diaphoresis and EKG did not show anything. The patient had seen Dr. Maze who at that evaluation seemed okay with no history, so she did not suggest any test until recheck in August. To note, incidentally, the patient had seen a cardiologist in San Antonio who had referred her to Dr. Maze as they were friends and advised the cardiac workup. I have even sent a note back to the cardiologist stating they need the cardiac testing done again soon. The patient is going to call and talk to Dr. Maze’s nurse and schedule an earlier appointment. I had done troponins and CK-MB; both were normal. The patient understands that. The patient’s blood sugar random was 49 and I told her that she could get diaphoresis because of low sugars too. She states Dr. Crumpler became aware of this and he has made some pump adjustments with reduction in insulin. So, the patient is going to call Dr. Maze and set up for an earlier time. In the meantime, I told her I would rather have slight hyperglycemia than hypoglycemia. The patient understands all that. Her med list again reconciled. I discussed the complete lab tests which were all normal except the sugar was low. The patient understands she is not taking as much insulin and will watch. She states Dr. Blevins is trying to get a CGM put on her arm. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
