She had mammograms done. The St. Joseph lab failed to see the order for bone density and bone density was not done. So, the patient is going to call them and set up the bone density. The patient is tolerating amlodipine well. They have not sent me the results of mammogram. So I am going to call them and see if they can send me the results of the mammogram. I told the patient I am concerned about her weight loss, but she states she feels fine and is not concerned. Her blood pressure is good. I checked her home blood pressure readings of blood pressure, which were good. So, it tentatively seems like as the patient is asymptomatic with everything else, we will just keep a watch on her weight. We will send her to Cancer Center if we feel she is losing more weight than what I would like.
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
